
NASCAR POWERBALL PLAYOFF™ PROMOTION (2025) 

Entry Guidelines: 

1. Each Rhode Island Lottery Powerball® ticket purchased from 7:00 a.m. on Sunday, May 
18, 2025, through 9:50 p.m. on Saturday, July 19, 2025 (“Promotional Period”), will 
include a Second Chance Code eligible for entry into the NASCAR Powerball® Playoff 
2025 Promotion (“Promotion”).  

2. Only registered Rhode Island Lottery VIP Club members with Standard level and Plus 
level memberships (“VIP Members”) are eligible to enter this Promotion. VIP Club 
registration is free, and individuals eighteen (18) years of age or older must visit 
https://www.rilot.com/en-us/registration.html or download the Rhode Island Lottery 
mobile app to create a VIP Club account. VIP Club members with a Lite level 
membership can upgrade their account to a Standard or Plus level membership by 
logging in to their account and clicking “Upgrade.”    

3. Eligible VIP Members will need to purchase a Powerball® ticket in Rhode Island during 
the Promotional Period and then log into their account and enter the twenty-three (23)-
character Second Chance Code printed on the ticket in the Entry Box for this Promotion. 
Alternatively, eligible VIP Members can log into their account using the Rhode Island 
Lottery mobile app and scan the QR code from the front of the ticket to enter.  

4. Each eligible entry will receive a corresponding number of entries into the Rhode Island 
Semi-Finalist Drawing for this Promotion. The number of entries a VIP Member will 
receive per Second Chance Code entered is dependent upon the dollar value of the 
Powerball® ticket purchased, i.e. a two-dollar ($2) ticket will receive two (2) entries.  

5. There is a Second Chance entry cap of one thousand entries per calendar month per VIP 
Member in total amongst any eligible Second Chance Promotions.  

6. Each Second Chance Code may be entered into the Promotion only one (1) time. 
7. Only entries submitted online through the Rhode Island Lottery website or mobile app 

are eligible to win.  No other method of entry will be accepted. 
8. The deadline to submit entries is 11:59:59 p.m. on Sunday, July 20, 2025.  
9. Rhode Island Lottery employees, vendors, retailers, and anyone else deemed ineligible by 

the Rhode Island Lottery are prohibited from entering this Promotion. Notwithstanding 
anything to the contrary herein, officers, directors, members, managers, employees, and 
contractors of NASCAR and Multi-State Lottery Association, and each of their respective 
parent, subsidiary, and/or affiliated entities (collectively, “Promotion Parties”) and 
members of the immediate family (e.g., parents, spouse, children, siblings, grandparents, 
stepparents, stepchildren, and stepsiblings and their respective spouses, regardless of 
where they reside) of any of the foregoing individuals are also ineligible to enter or 
participate in the Promotion. 

10. All entries in the Rhode Island Semi-Finalist Drawing have an equal chance of winning. 
11. Odds of winning any prize in any Second Chance Drawing will vary depending upon the 

number of entries received for the drawing. 
12. Limit of one (1) winner per household for this Promotion. 
13. The Rhode Island Lottery reserves the right to disqualify winning entries at any time and 

select alternate entries if necessary. 



14. All Rhode Island Lottery winners' names and hometowns will be posted on the promotion 
website following the drawing and validation of winners.

1. Fifteen (15) Rhode Island Lottery winners (“RI Semi-Finalist Winners”) will be drawn on 
Monday, July 21, 2025, from the total number of Rhode Island Lottery eligible entries for 
the Rhode Island Semi-Finalist Drawing.

3. Each RI Semi-Finalist Winner will win five-hundred dollars ($500) and be entered into 
the initial Multi-State Drawing conducted on Thursday, August 7, 2025, to select a pool 
of sixteen (16) Multi-State Semi-Finalists (as described in greater detail below), which 
will be announced on Sunday, August 23, 2025, at Daytona International Speedway in 
Daytona Beach, FL. 

4. RI Semi-Finalist Winners will be contacted by e-mail and/or telephone within twenty-
four (24) hours of the drawing date. Please be sure your VIP Club member account is 
updated with your latest contact information.  

5. Each five-hundred-dollar ($500) prize in the Rhode Island Semi-Finalist Drawing must 
be claimed at Rhode Island Lottery Headquarters by 4:00 p.m. on Wednesday, July 30, 
2025, or the prize will be forfeited. Alternates may be drawn. 

6. In order to validate a five-hundred-dollar ($500) win and claim the prize, each RI Semi-
Finalist Winner must provide a copy of a valid, government-issued photo I.D. and must 
complete and sign Rhode Island Lottery claim forms. 

7. The Rhode Island Semi-Finalist Drawing is subject to change with advance public notice.

4. Any RI Semi-Finalist Winner who is also a winner in any Multi-State Drawing will be 
reviewed for debt owed to the State of Rhode Island. If such winner is identified as 
having an outstanding debt to a Rhode Island State Agency or child support collected 
through a court, the debt must be satisfied by such winner.  

5. In order to validate and claim a cash and/or Trip Prize win in any of the Multi-State 
Drawings, the cash and/or Trip Prize Winner must provide a copy of a valid, government-
issued photo I.D., complete and sign a Rhode Island Lottery claim form, and provide 
proof of their Social Security Number or complete and sign an IRS W-9 form. The Trip 
Prize Winner may need to  complete additional claims forms and follow additional 
instructions requested by the Prize Provider (Multi-State Lottery Association or its 
designee) as described in further detail below.  



6. For tax withholding valuation purposes, the Trip Prize is valued at thirteen thousand, 
seven hundred ninety-two dollars and forty-one cents ($13,792.41) including state taxes 
in the amount of six hundred thirty-seven dollars and four cents ($637.04) and federal 
taxes in the amount of three thousand, one hundred fifty-seven dollars and thirty-seven 
cents ($3,157.37).  The Rhode Island Lottery will submit specified tax amounts on behalf 
of the Trip Winner if the Trip Prize is won by a RI Semi-Finalist Winner. 

7. The Multi-State Drawing dates are subject to change with advance public notice. 

Trip Prize Description: 

The Trip Prize consists of a four (4)-day, three (3)-night VIP trip for the entry selected from a 
pool of Participating Lotteries’ entrants (each a “Finalist” or collectively “Finalists”) and one (1) 
guest to Phoenix, AZ (“PHX”), from approximately Friday, October 31, 2025, to Monday, 
November 3, 2025, to participate in a drawing for a prize in the amount of One Million Dollars 
($1,000,000) (“$1 Million Prize”) to be conducted Sunday, November 2, 2025, during the live 
television broadcast of the NASCAR Cup Series Championship™ Race on NBC (“Program”) 
from Phoenix Raceway in Avondale, AZ. The Trip Prize approximate value is $10,000 and may 
include the following or like elements:  

• Round-trip, coach-class airline transportation for two (2) people from the major airport 
nearest Finalist’s city to PHX (if within 250 miles of PHX, rail or ground transportation 
to be substituted);  

• Three (3) nights hotel accommodations (selected by Prize Provider in its sole discretion) 
in PHX (double occupancy, room and tax only);  

• Two (2) Ally Curve Hospitality Club passes (includes food, beverages and Desert 
Diamond Casino Infield Experience access) at Phoenix Raceway for admission to:  

- NASCAR Xfinity Series Championship™ Race on Saturday, November 1, 2025  
- NASCAR Cup Series Championship Race™ on Sunday, November 2, 2025  

• Two (2) passes for VIP Experiences at Phoenix Raceway during NASCAR 
Championship Weekend™ for Saturday, November 1 and Sunday, November 2, 2025, 
including:  

- NASCAR Cup Series™ VIP access  
- NASCAR team hauler tour  
- MRN Radio booth tour  
- Pace car rides  
- Pre-Race attendance  
- Victory Lane access  

• Two (2) Official NASCAR Championship Weekend™ Event Programs;  
• Two (2) Racing Electronics Scanner Rentals for use while at Phoenix Raceway;  
• Two (2) Souvenir Gift Bags, each with a retail value of at least two hundred fifty dollars 

($250);  
• All meals while in PHX; and  
• Ground transportation to and from airports, hotel, and activities in PHX.  

 
Finalists are not required to travel to PHX to participate in the drawing for, and remain eligible to 
win, the $1 Million Prize. Finalists may appoint a proxy and provide contact information for the 



proxy, on or before October 15, 2025, to take the trip instead, subject to the Trip Prize Terms and 
Conditions, but will still remain eligible to win the $1 Million Prize.  

• Finalist (or their proxy) may also have the opportunity to participate in the recording 
and production of the Program and/or appear in the broadcast of the Program, provided 
that Finalist completes and signs all required releases and forms and consents to a 
background check. If Finalist appoints a proxy, the proxy must complete and sign all 
required releases and clear the background check in order to take the trip. In the event 
that Finalist’s designated proxy does not clear the background check, Prize Provider 
reserves the right, in its sole discretion, either to (i) allow Finalist to appoint another 
proxy to take the trip (subject to background clearance and Prize Provider deadlines); or 
(ii) allow proxy to travel and to appoint a second proxy (selected by Prize Provider) to 
participate in the Program.  

 
• For the avoidance of doubt, Finalist’s eligibility to participate in the trip and/or the 

drawing for the $1 Million Prize is not affected by Finalist’s failure to complete and 
sign all required release and forms and/or to consent to a background check and/or by 
any information obtained pursuant to a background check, but those failures may affect 
the nature of his/her appearance and/or degree of participation in the Program. While 
Finalist’s eligibility to participate in the drawing for the $1 Million Prize is an element 
of the Trip Prize, the opportunity to participate in the recording and production of the 
Program and/or appear in the broadcast of the Program is expressly NOT an element of 
the Trip Prize and is determined by Prize Provider in its sole discretion.

THE TERM “PARTICIPATING LOTTERY” OR “PARTICIPATING LOTTERIES” 
MEANS THOSE LOTTERIES THAT HAVE OFFERED THE NASCAR-POWERBALL 
PLAYOFF PROMOTION.  
 
THE TERM “PRIZE PROVIDER” IS THE MULTI-STATE LOTTERY ASSOCIATION 
(MUSL), OR, A THIRD-PARTY UNDER CONTRACT WITH MUSL TO FULFILL ALL 
ELEMENTS OF THE TRIP PRIZE EXCEPT THE SECOND PLACE CASH PRIZE OF 
$10,000, AND THE $1 MILLION PRIZE.  
 



EACH FINALIST IS ALLOWED (BUT NOT REQUIRED) TO SELECT ONE (1) GUEST

DUE TO THE NATURE OF THE PROMOTION, FINALISTS’ NAMES WILL BE MADE 
PUBLIC.  
 
The Trip Prize is valued at $10,000.00.  
 
Finalist and their guest (“Guest”) must travel on the same dates and times selected (on or 
about Friday October 31, 2025, and Monday, November 3, 2025), to participate in the Trip 
Prize. If Finalist and Guest are unable to or will not travel on the dates and times selected by the 
prize provider, the selected Finalist may choose a proxy on or before October 15, 2025. If no proxy 
is chosen by Finalist, Finalist will forfeit the Trip Prize (including attendance by Guest) but will 
still be entered into the drawing for and eligible to win the $1 Million Prize and will be represented 
by a proxy provided by the appropriate Participating Lottery.  
 
If Finalist resides fewer than two hundred fifty (250) miles from Phoenix, AZ, Prize Provider, in 
its sole discretion, reserves the right to provide ground transportation for Finalist and Guest in lieu 
of airline transportation. If Finalist is under the age of twenty-one (21), Guest must be at least the 
age of majority in Guest’s state of residence.

All other costs and expenses involved with or related to acceptance and/or participation in the Trip 
Prize not specifically included in the description of the Trip Prize, including, without limitation, 
ground transportation, transfers, additional hotel amenities (i.e., spa services, internet access, 
phone calls, laundry services), fees and gratuities, airline change fees, airline premium seat fees, 
and personal expenses such as laundry, valet service, photos, souvenirs, and other incidentals, are 
the sole responsibility of Finalist and Guest.

Finalist must execute 
and return all required documentation to Participating Lottery within five (5) days of Finalist’s 
receipt (or such shorter period as production exigencies may require). If Finalist elects to appoint 
a proxy, they must appoint the proxy and provide contact information for the proxy on or before 
Wednesday, October 15, 2025.  
 

• If Finalist chooses a proxy, the proxy must satisfy the Production Requirements to 
participate in the Trip Prize and/or participate in the broadcast of the Program. In the event 
that Finalist’s designated proxy does not satisfy the Production Requirements, Prize 
Provider reserves the right, in its sole discretion, either to (i) allow Finalist to appoint 
another proxy to participate in the Trip Prize and/or to appear in the Program in Finalist’s 
place (subject to Prize Provider’s production schedule and deadlines and satisfying the 
Production Requirements); or (ii) a proxy will be selected by Prize Provider to appear in 
the Program in Finalist’s (or proxy’s) place.

Any unused elements of the Trip Prize will be forfeited, will not be 
redeemable for cash, and may not reduce the prize value awarded for tax purposes. 
Notwithstanding the foregoing:  
 

• If Finalist misses their flight for any reason, reasonable efforts will be used to reschedule 
the flight at Finalist’s expense. If the flight is not able to be rescheduled in a reasonable 
time for Finalist’s participation in the Events, (i) Finalist shall forfeit and not participate in 



the travel portion of the Trip Prize, including attendance at and participation in the Events; 
(ii) Finalist will still receive the two (2) Souvenir Gift Bags (less any tax withholdings and 
any outstanding debt setoff, if applicable); and (iii) Finalist will remain eligible for the $1 
Million Prize drawing.  

 
• If Finalist is unable to travel in connection with the Trip Prize for any reason after tickets 

have been booked/purchased, (i) Finalist shall forfeit and not participate in the travel 
portion of the Trip Prize, including attendance at and participation in the Events; (ii) 
Finalist will still receive the two (2) Souvenir Gift Bags (less any tax withholdings and any 
outstanding debt setoff, if applicable); and (iii) Finalist will remain eligible for the $1

• If Finalist fails to attend the Event at which the $1 Million Grand Prize drawing occurs,
